The South Simcoe Streams Network is in its eleventh year of operation.
This program continues to draw multi-sector and community support,
typically involving over 900 volunteers
and 60 partner organizations annually.
On average, The South Simcoe Streams
Network engages in some 25 public
events on 15 project sites per year.
Volunteers and partner collaborations
have enabled the planting of over
55,000 native trees and shrubs along
